Toronto: March 10, 2010. The Sathya Sai School of Canada celebrates its 10 years of
community service as a worthy model school for values education in Canada. To mark this
milestone, the Sathya Sai School hosted three events as part of its 10" Anniversary Celebrations,
one for the parents, one for the educational community, and one for all the volunteers and
supporters of the school.

They
achieved perfect rating of 10/10 for the past four consecutive years based on their Grade 3 and
Grade 6 performance in EQAO exams. In the latest rating issued by the Fraser Institute on March
7, 2010 they have ranked Sathya Sai School at No. 1 (tied among 18 schools) out of the listing of
2742 elementary schools in Ontario.

The 10" Anniversary Celebrations opened on March 3 with a Family Night and a welcome
address by the Principal Dr. Revathi Chennabathni. Dr. Pal Dhall, an eminent surgeon and
Director of the Institute of Sathya Sai Education in Australia, spoke to the parents of the Sathya
Sai School on Dynamic Value Parenting.

Dr. Dhall stated that 200 youth at risk (involved with crime, drugs, sex, and violence)
had been referred by State Schools to the Sathya Sai School of Australia, and every one of these
youth has been recovered!
